“A voice was heard in Ramah, sobbing and loud lamentation; Rachel weeping for her children, 
and she would not be consoled, since they were no more.”

When Herod had died, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared in a dream to Joseph in Egypt
and said, “Rise, take the child and his mother and go to the land of Israel, for those who sought 
the child’s life are dead.”

He rose, took the child and his mother, and went to the land of Israel.

But when he heard that Archelaus was ruling over Judea in place of his father Herod, he was 
afraid to go back there. And because he had been warned in a dream, he departed for the region 
of Galilee.

He went and dwelt in a town called Nazareth, so that what had been spoken through the 
prophets might be fulfilled, “He shall be called a Nazorean.”
